Wedding/Event Planner Vertical
Target User Information

This template has a powerful intranet framework already built into it for planning staff, clients and vendors, but you can add or change things if you wish. HotDoodle sites are made up of Blocks that contain specific content such as text, picture galleries, bulletin boards and calendars. This particular Block contains sample text that you can easily replace with your own. 

See It In Action

In the box near the bottom of the page, we have some sample login information that you can use to see the many capabilities of this template. There are different sets of permissions set up. 

· The “siteadmin” login has full access privileges, including adding or changing permission groups, adding or editing all types of users and making any changes to the website itself.

· The staff member login, “planner1”, can add clients and vendors, can view all client intranet sites, and can access the vendor/planner intranet site. They can also edit the client and vendor intranet sites, adding important dates to calendars, uploading files, posting messages and more! They cannot edit the website itself or change permission groups.

· “Elegant Catering”, a sample vendor, can access only an abbreviated view of the vendor/planner intranet section. A vendor can post files and comments for the planning staff, and can view but cannot edit the planner calendar. Vendors cannot view client intranet sites.

· “Miller-Rogers”, our sample client, can access and edit their own personal event intranet site, keeping track of their event with a calendar, a forum for sending messages to the event planner staff, a file repository and more! They cannot view other clients’ intranet sites or the vendor/planner intranet site. 

· Everyone can view the public areas of your website.

Edit Text and General Blocks

Change between Edit and Preview modes by clicking the buttons on the top left of the screen. You can edit the Blocks like this one by clicking the “EDIT” icon at the top of the Block. A General Block can have text, images and links within it. To create a link, highlight the text you would like to use as a link and click on the Link icon to enter a target web page or address.  

Working with Blocks

You can add, move, copy or delete Blocks from the Blocks icon in the top navigation bar. Blocks needn’t be titled. If you do title Blocks, the title will appear on your web page at the top of the Block, just like “Working with Blocks” does above. Using an Articles Block

This is an example of an Article Block. This is a good way to present segmented information, such as a list of articles. The title of this article is “Using an Articles Block”. If your article is long, our default setting truncates the article and gives a link for the user to read “More”. You can also enter a URL when adding or editing an Article Block to link the title to an outside website.

Styles and Views

By clicking on the Config. Articles Block icon, you can choose different styles and views for your Article Block. The View tab gives you several choices, such as having your articles show as a bulleted list, or showing just one randomly chosen article at a time. With the Style tab, you can change how any block is presented- in prominent bold text, with a colored background, with a border, etc.

Access and Permissions

From the Access and Permissions tab, you can decide that who can see a particular Block. This can be used in many ways:

· “Not Logged In” permission can be used to show a “Please log in” message only to site visitors who are not currently logged in.

· “Logged In and Authorized” can be used to show private content only to certain users or user groups who you authorize to view it.
· The default “Any” access means anyone can view this content Block.

Changing Menus
You will probably want to change the menu and personalize the page names on the site to tailor your site to your own particular content and business. Changes to the menu are done by adding and deleted pages or changing page names, all options available from the Page icon. These changes to the pages will automatically propagate to the menu. 

Changing Site Name and Page Footer

To make changes to your site header (the area where your site name appears), or to your site footer (where copyright information often appears), click on the Headers icon in the navigation bar at the top of the page. You will then have access to the edit icons for the header and footer areas. By clicking one of the edit icons, you can change your site name or footer content and add styles.

· Most workers in this industry hold associate or bachelor’s degrees

· Many people in the industry must be licensed by the Financial Industry Regulatory Authority (FINRA) before they can legally sell securities or recommend specific investments. To be licensed, brokers and assistants must pass an examination that tests their knowledge of investments. Various licenses are available for different investment products. The most common is the Series 7 license, which allows agents to act as registered representatives of a firm. The Series 63 and 66 licenses, which allow their holders to legally give financial advice, are also very common.

· College degrees include business administration, marketing, economics, accounting, industrial relations, or finance

· Chartered Financial Analyst (CFA) designation sponsored by the CFA Institute. To qualify, applicants must have at least 4 years of applicable experience and pass a series of 3 rigorous essay exams requiring an extensive knowledge of many fields, including accounting, economics, and security valuation, risk management, and portfolio management.

· Wage and salary employment in the securities, commodities, and other investments industry is projected to rise 46 percent from 2006 to 2016, compared to the 11 percent increase across all industries. Employment growth will be driven by increasing levels of investment in securities and commodities in the global marketplace, as well as the growing need for investment advice.

· Online trading will grow and reduce the need for direct contact with actual brokers, but the number of investment advisors is nevertheless expected to increase as many people remain willing to pay for the guidance that a full-service representative can offer. Employment of personal financial advisors is also expected to increase rapidly. As the complexity of financial planning grows, individuals will continue to look to experts to help them manage their money.

Beware IRS email scams! 

If you’ve been contact via email by someone claiming to be from the IRS, it’s probably a scam. The IRS doesn’t contact taxpayers by email. They may try to lure you into responding by saying that you are due a refund or are under criminal investigation. Don’t fall for it! 

Don’t click on any attachments from these or any other emails from people you don’t know. Your computer could be taken over by a virus, and important personal information stolen! And remember- don’t ever give out your Social Security number, bank account number, or credit card information over email.  

If you suspect an email purportedly sent from the IRS, forward it to the IRS. They have investigators trained to track down these criminals.

Earned Income Credit- 2007 Changes

The maximum amount of the credit has increased. The most you can get is:

•
$2,853 if you have one qualifying child

•
$4,716 if you have more than one qualifying child, or

•
$428 if you do not have a qualifying child.

The maximum amount of income you can earn and still get the credit has increased. You may be able to take the credit if:

•
You have more than one qualifying child and you earned less than $37,783 ($39,783 if married filing jointly),

•
You have one qualifying child and you earned less than $33,241 ($35,241 if married filing jointly), or

•
You do not have a qualifying child and you earned less than $12,590 ($14,590 if married filing jointly).

The maximum amount of AGI you can have and still get the credit also has increased. You may be able to take the credit if your AGI is less than the amount in the above list that applies to you.

The maximum amount of investment income you can have and still get the credit has increased to $2,900.

If you get advance payments of the credit from your employer with your pay, the total advance payments you get during 2007 can be as much as $1,712.

Economic Stimulus Payment

You may be entitled to an economic stimulus payment of up to $600 ($1,200 if married filing jointly). To get your payment, you only need to file a 2007 individual income tax return (Form 1040, 1040A, or 1040EZ). The IRS will determine whether you are eligible, figure the amount, and send you the payment. The IRS will begin sending the one-time payments in May 2008. The economic stimulus payment is in addition to any 2007 income tax refund, which will be made separately from this one-time payment.

Generally, the payment cannot be more than your 2007 net income tax liability (your regular tax liability plus any alternative minimum tax (AMT), minus any nonrefundable credits you claimed other than the child tax credit). However, your payment will be at least $300 ($600 if married filing jointly) if you meet either of the following two conditions:

1.
The total of your earned income, social security benefits (including social security disability payments), tier 1 railroad retirement benefits, certain veterans benefits, and nontaxable combat pay is at least $3,000, or

2.
Your total income (Form 1040, line 22; Form 1040A, line 15; or Form 1040EZ, line 4) is more than $8,750 if your filing status is single or married filing separately ($11,250 if head of household; $14,100 if qualifying widow(er); $17,500 if married filing jointly), and your net income tax liability is more than zero.

If you meet either of these conditions, you can also get an additional $300 for each of your children who is a qualifying child for the child tax credit.

You may be eligible to get a payment of $300 ($600 if married filing jointly) even if you are not required to file a return. However, you must file a return to get your payment.

Changes to the Alternative Minimum Tax

The AMT exemption amount has gone down. The amount increased in 2007 to:

•
$44,350 

•
$66,250 if married filing jointly or qualifying widow(er)

•
$33,125 if married filing separately\

But the amount has since decreased in 2008 to: 

•
$33,750 

•
$45,000 if married filing jointly or qualifying widow(er)

•
$22,500 if married filing separately).

The AMT exemption amount for a child whose unearned income is taxed at the parent's tax rate has increased to $6,400.
